Olympic Games in Antwerp, Belgium.

Eagan also fought at the 1924 Olympics

(30)in Paris as a heavyweight but failed to

get a medal. Though he had taken up the

sport just three weeks before the compe-

tition, he managed to win a second gold

medal as a member of the four-man

(35)bobsled team at the 1932 Olympics in

Lake Placid, New York. Thus he became

the only athlete to win gold medals at

both the Summer and Winter Olympics.

Eagan was a member of the first group

(40)of athletes inducted into the U.S. Olym-

pic Hall of Fame in 1983. Eagan became

a respected attorney, serving as an as-

sistant district attorney for southern

New York and as chairman of the New
